We will then review all applicants, and the results will be announced by 25th November 2025.

We request this to help us to cover the £152.50 that we have had to pay in advance for each of the 15 running places - £2,287.50 in total.

Terms and Conditions of entry to Marches Family Network London Landmarks Half Marathon Charity Ballot

This application form is for entry into the Marches Family Network’s application process for the London Landmarks Half Marathon 2026. Applications must be received by the closing date of 20th November 2025. If you are offered this guaranteed place, you will be subject to the following terms and conditions, however in accepting the place you will also be subject to the terms and conditions of the London Landmarks Half Marathon at https://llhm.co.uk/runner-terms-and-conditions (please visit this link before you agree)

Marches Family Network has 15 available places; these will be allocated via a pre-determined selection process. The individuals lucky enough to be offered a place will receive guaranteed entry into the London Landmarks Half Marathon 2026. This place will be available to the named applicant only and is non-transferable. The minimum age for entries is 17 years on race day. Any funds already donated will be non-returnable or transferrable.

1. Once you have been notified you have a place, you agree to pay the £35 registration fee within 1 month of being notified. 

2. You must pledge to pay in a declared sponsorship of at least £350 to Marches Family Network via the agreed methods no later than one month after the race has taken place, i.e. 12th May 2026
3. Places are allocated via a pre-determined selection process in order to achieve the greatest possible gain for Marches Family Network (as determined by Marches Family Network) and all decisions made are final. If you drop out you cannot allocate your place to someone else, the place should be returned to Marches Family Network. Any monies already received by Marches Family Network are non-refundable.

4. Your application for a Marches Family Network place must be submitted on the official application form and
sent to: Manager, Marches Family Network, Holmer Road, Hereford HR4 9TA or by email to manager@marchesfamilynetwork.org.uk by 20th November 2025. 

5. If your application is successful, Marches Family Network will notify you by 25th November 2025 and will explain the help and support available to you.

6. If your application for a place is not successful, Marches Family Network will notify you by 30th November 2025 and explain the other ways that you might be able to get involved with the charity. 
7. Any existing regular donations which you make to Marches Family Network do not form part of the total raised through sponsorship.

8. Monies reclaimed by Marches Family Network from the Inland Revenue for Gift Aid (or any other charity tax scheme) do not count towards the total value of sponsorship you raise. The main reason being that gift aid may not be eligible to be claimed.
9. Sponsorship money must be paid directly to Marches Family Network via cash, cheque, and the online fundraising page JustGiving. Cheques should be made payable to Marches Family Network and sent to the office with a covering note detailing the name of the participant and the event name (in this case the LLHM 2026). Please follow this advice to ensure that we can easily trace the funds that you pay in.

10. Marches Family Network will not be liable for any cheques lost in the post, or monies paid to Marches Family Network in any way other than those which they have recommended. The amount which Marches Family Network deems to have been raised by you will be the amount that Marches Family Network has recognised on our financial system.
11. Marches Family Network reserves the right to withdraw your offer where it becomes necessary to do so e.g. when a fundraising deadline has not been met, when we are unable to receive a response from you about our communications, or if we receive notice of unlawful or unethical fundraising methods, to name a few. We will inform you of our concerns and attempt to redeem the situation where it is possible to do so.

12. By accepting our London Landmarks Half Marathon place, you give your permission for Marches Family Network to use photos of you taken during the event to help us promote the charity. You also give us permission to promote your fundraising web page which has to be via Just Giving and not through any other online platforms. If you have any queries about this, please contact Rae.
13. You agree to keep details of the names and addresses of, and amounts donated or pledged by all donors, and provide such details to Marches Family Network.

14. You agree to not raise funds by carrying out house to house collections, collect in any public place without first obtaining a collector’s licence from the local authority, or collect on private property (including shops, pubs etc) without first obtaining the permission of the owner. You also agree not to organise any raffle or lottery without first contacting Marches Family Network and seeking approval for all promotional materials and tickets etc, used.

15. You agree to not do anything to bring Marches Family Network into disrepute.
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
